Cook County Board Presentation 
On August 6th I was invited to the CCFPD Headquarters in River Forest.  Superintendent Bylina explained 
the Forest Preserve Budget to those on hand and asked for our support.  At that time I was asked to make a 
presentation to President Stroger and the Cook County Commissioners in support of the proposed Budget.  
On November 30th Pete Dennis and I went to the Board meeting downtown at the Cook County Office 
Building.  When it was my turn I thanked them for taking an active part in acquiring some accessible 
equipment that is actually usable.  Namely the new picnic tables and the large Porta potty.  Since I’ve done 
a little horse back riding on theie trails this year I also mentioned the excellent condition of the trails. I also 
mentioned the support the Forest Preserve has given us to maintain our present location and assist us in our 
relocation.  Of course I recommended passage of the proposed budget.  The room was packed with people; 
asking for continued improvement for bike trails, parking improvements, more land acquisition, tree re-
moval, just about any thing and every thing.  Our relocation is being funded by money from the ORD 
Modernization Mitigation Authority.  There is a grant for over 4 million dollars to complete this project.  
The Forest Preserve knows who we are the commissioners know who we are, and I and very confident our 
relocation project will start soon. 
 

GOOD NEWS ABOUT THE NEW FIELD 
On December 16th I went down to the Cook County Office Building and was present for the bid openings 
for numerous Cook County Projects.  After about an hour our project came up.  There were 17 bidders for 
our project known as #09-80-74, constructing a new Tinley Creek Flying Field and Parking Lot.  Three 
bids came in under $500,000 which was the budgeted amount. The bids ranged from $457,000 to 
$598,000.  It was obvious contractors were looking for work.  As soon as I hear of a time table I’ll let you 
all know.
