The official AMA Safety Code and all Safety Rulemtained in the AMA official Model Aircraft Reguians shall be ap-
plicable to all flying at the field

While on the field, all flyers must have in theogsession their current AMA License, Club Membgr<bard, and FCC
License (if required). Student pilots must be agpanied by a licensed pilot until they have obtditieeir AMA li-
cense.

Any club member may sponsor a guest flyer(s). Opemts involving fliers sponsored by the Club, godst fliers must
have in their possession their current AMA and HG@g&nse (if required) and must comply with all Sgf& Field Use
Rules.

Spectators are only allowed in the pit area orhenflying field when escorted by a Club Member.|@tn shall be allowed
in the pit area only if closely supervised. Childshall not be allowed on or near the runway atiargy unless they are
trained and qualified fliers. Do not allow childrenwander unescorted at anytime.

Animals must be restrained.

No flying of any sort shall be performed from, irdoover the hazard area. The hazard area incthégst, heliport, specta-
tor, and parking area®eliberate flight over the pit, spectator, or parking area is prohibited.

The proper flying position is behind the high gréssuth side)Do not stand in the taxi ways!

For an additional margin of safety, east/west @fkg landings and flying should be done 25 feetmof the high grass
barrier.

Pattern flying — Most pilots don’t want any restibns. The only pattern requested is to take off land into the wind.
Once above 50 feet you're on your own. On busy dagsadvisable to fly with a Spotter.

A supervised transmitter impound shall be employeting contest activity or other activity when sssijnated by the Con-
test Director.

Glider/sailplane launching devices may be utilinetly in full cooperation and full cognizance of #ijlers at the field.

During periods of field maintenance, every constien for safety must be given. All flying must teeminated and equip-
ment must be relocated away from areas being waskecrass cutting shall have priority.

Do not litter the field. Pick up ALL crash debrigdcaplace in provided barrels.

Cutting down forest preserve trees to retrieveraftds strictly forbidden.

PIN BOX:

Under no condition shall a FM transmitter be turnadefore you have taken the frequency pin ankdceq it with your
membership or AMA card. We are still working or th.4 situation.

Place the clip on your transmitter. Your transmigieould also display its frequency flag.

When you are finished for the day return the pid estrieve your card.

When frequency sharing is necessary, flyers exah#mgpin and cards are exchanged in the pin box.

FLYING (GLO / GAS / Electric Models):

All airplanes should be physically restrained wki@engine is running while the airplane is in piitearea before taxiing to
the runway. Taxiing onto the runway is allowed fard/from the pit area. When retrieving an airplanen the runway,
the engine shall be stopped in the taxiway or eefeturning to the pit area.

Do not stand in line with a spinning propeller.

Prolonged ground running of engines, e.g., breakvithbe conducted away from the pit area.

Engines started and/or operated in the pit ared baupositioned to prevent exhaust, oil, dust artdr@m being blown on
spectators, other models, or equipment.

All runway activities including takeoff, landingyuch-and-goes and model retrieval shall be cleartyloudly announced to
the other pilots on the pilot's line. (i.e. "on way", "runway clear", etc.)

When an approaching model appears to be poteniialigrdous to flyers or spectators, any observeillspudly and
clearly warn others of the danger.

The flyer of a "dead stick” model shall loudly atldarly warn other persons of the situation.

When a model experiences trouble, the pilot, ohbkishelper, shall loudly and clearly warn othgefk of the situation.
Landing priority shall be given immediately to theflyer/model experiencing the difficulty.

All gasoline powered aircraft should have a propeated fire extinguisher in the pit area. A fipdieguisher can be found
in the south portion of the pin box stand.

Airplanes should not be flown over the helipad

Helicopters:
Helicopters should use the designated Helicoptea/South of the parking lot..

SAFE FLYING IS NO ACCIDENT

Protect your right to fly!
Everyone is hurt when a careless@ttcauses an accident. SAC’s Officers sincereligbelour mem-
bers will react favorably and will comply with SafeRules if given factual information. SAC Safety
& Flying Field Etiquette will be published in theoPe Can on a regular basis, reviewed at least@nce
year at club meetings and new members will recaigepy along with their membership card. A copy
of this document will also be kept in the pin box feference.
Follow the Rules for safe flying.
Follow these Rules and you will save your hobbygesgour airplane and maybe save someone from
serious injury.

In situations where specific guidance is not provield, sound judgment must prevail.

SAFETY & FIELD USE RULES

THE SAFETY OFFICER OR ANY CLUB MEMBERSHALL HAVE THE AUTHORITY TO ENFORCE SAC SAFETY RUES. IN
MOST CASES, A SIMPLE REMINDEROF THE RULESWILL REMEDY A SITUATION. HOWEVER, IF A FLYER DELBER-
ATELY REFUSES TO COMPLY WITH A SPECIFIC RULE, THEAFETY OFFICER OR A CLUB MEMBER MAY REPORT THE
FACTS TO THE CLUB PRESIDENT. THE INCIDENT SHALL TEN BECOME CLUB BUSINESS FOR DISCUSSION AT A BOARD
MEETING AND APPROPRIATE ACTION, IF ANY, WOULD BE DEERMINED.

EMERGENCY INFORMATION:

Both sides of the pin box should be opened for st frequency pins, First Aid materials and é&xén-
guishers.

When using 2.4 gHz pins aren’t necessary but rereemdit everyone has converted.

Ambulance service can be obtained by dialing 9Xdlraquesting help at “The Flying Field Located on
Flossmor Road and Central Avenue”.
