Lipo Care

Break-In Procedure - LiPo are robust and do not need a complicatedbm procedure. We
recommend that the first 2 uses are limited to ldB&rge rates, and that pilots use throttle
management to avoid long periods of max-rate digghtor those first few flights.

Charge - LiPo charging should be monitored closely at all thes.Lipo’s should ALWAYS
be balance charged not charge mode (at 1C unlésd an battery, can be higher)

Discharge- Avoid "capacity over-discharge" conditions. Thimply means that the pack has
been run too long, allowing resting voltage to fath low. Lithium polymer, it is best practice
to always leave 20% of rated capacity in the patckeend of a flight, with 10% as an abso-
lute minimum.

To avoid capacity over-discharge, we recommendéing of an appropriate cut-off voltage
(LVC) AND the use of a transmitter flight timer. FoVC, the appropriate voltage cut-off
depends in large on how high the max and averagphalige rates are. For very high discharge
applications, like F5B competition, something ar®@12V (or even lower) may be desirable.
For standard aerobatic flight, start at 3.4V tov3cgll, and set your timer to 4 minutes ini-
tially. Then note the capacity charged back INn® pack on next charge. If the pack is
1000mAnh, for example, there should be no more 8mAh charged back in, meaning that
200mAh remained at the end of the flight (20% qdawty). If the charged IN capacity is less
than 800mAh, set the timer a little longer, andoghagain the next flight.

Storage- Lipo should never be stored fully charged, athviéss than 50% of capacity remain-
ing. If your charger has STORE functions use ingure that the packs are in the range of
about 60%~70% capacity (3.78V~3.92V resting voltagecell). After returning home for the
day, simply use STORE MODE to achieve this autoradlii. Batteries are best stored in a
cool, dry environment (2~20 °C or 37~68 °F).

Physical- Never cause indentations to the covering of tiekpor cells underneath. Do not use a ball-pcémt o write on the
pack, for example. Use a felt-tip pen with lighégsure instead. When installing packs in the maa®lre that they have the
best protection possible from impact and pressamagje. Use foam casing if possible. Do not ovéntéig hold down straps.
Straps should be cloth (Velcro) as opposed to pkastic, such as zip ties. External damage to apg pack can cause salts
formations which reduce performance, and in moversecases can cause fires during charging. Inipactaged packs should
be fully discharged, and disposed of immediately.
