Therdemignated wetlands within the area and depend-
ing on where the field will fit within the area,efpmay have a couple of different proposals. Thily w
revise the site plans and then represent it agaBAC. When they have that they will invite us back

for another review.

Depending on if any intrusion into designated wetlareas within that area, are impacted, will deter
mine if the CCFPD needs to get permits to modifsthareas and could slightly impact when the
project might actually start.

They have gotten verbal approval from the lllinDispartment of Transportation on gaining access to
Cicero Avenue, to put in the entrance / exit toftalel. They will need a formal permit when apptica
ble.

They would like to have this project set and retdpresent at the September board of commissioners
meeting.

My feeling is that they are very committed to gaitthis project going, as quick as possible, bey th
do have many processes that they must go thru ablecto actually start development. There are
permits to apply for from several different agescia! of which are not expected to be a problem, b
do take time.

My guess is that it will take quite a bit of timedet ready to start actual construction, and litlvei
early next year before we actually see working ¢eiane to construct the field.

DISPOSING OF LIPO BATTERIES IN AN ENVIRONMENTALLY R ESPONSIBLE MANNER

Unlike NiCd batteries, lithium-polymer batteries are environmentally friendly.
For safety reasons, it's best that LiPo cells be fully discharged before disposal.

However, if the battery is physically damaged it is NOT recommended to discharge LiPo cells before
disposal.

The batteries must also be cool before proceeding with the following disposal
instructions.

1. If any LiPo cell in the pack has been physically damaged, resulting in a swollen cell or a split or tear in a
cell’'s foil covering, DO NOT discharge the battery and go to step 5.

2. Place the LiPo battery in a fireproof container or bucket of sand.

3. Connect the battery to a LiPo discharger. Set the discharge cutoff voltage to the lowest possible value. Set
the discharge current to a C/10 value, with “C” being the capacity rating of the pack. For example, the “1C”
rating for a 1200mAh battery is 1.2A, and that battery’s C/10 current value is (1.2A / 10). A power resistor or
set of light bulbs can be used to perform the discharge as long as the discharge current doesn’t exceed the
C/10 value and cause an overheating condition.

For LiPo packs rated at 7.4V and 11.1V , connect a 150 ohm resistor with a power rating of 2 watts
(commonly found at Radio Shack) to the pack’s positive and negative terminals to safely discharge. Connect-
ing the battery to an ESC/ motor system and allowing the motor to run indefinitely until no power remains
would be an alternative way to discharge the batter.

4. Discharge the battery until its voltage reaches 1.0V per cell or lower. For resistive load type discharges,
discharge the battery for up to 24 hours.

5. Submerse the battery into bucket or tub of salt water. This container should have a lid, but it doesn’t have
to be air-tight. Prepare a plastic container (do not use metal ) of cold water. And mix in 1/2 cup of salt per gal-
lon of water. Drop the battery into the salt water.

6. Allow the battery to remain in the tub of salt water for at least 2 weeks .

7. Remove the LiPo battery from the salt water, wtap newspaper or paper towels and place it ertbrmal trash.
They are landfill safe.
