Art Zinkel was the only one with something new ( 2 planes ) to present. 
He described the features of his “Miss Z” electric manufactured by Super Flyer Models.  It’s an ARF with a 52" 

wingspan powered with a 370 brushless motor and a 2200 3 cell battery on board. He uses a Spectrum radio to control it 
and said it’s fun for the backyard and street. 

 He also had a Hanger 9 electric powered CUB.  Motor is a 25E with 3, 2 2100 cells on board and three servos 
controlled with a Futaba FASST radio. The plane is equipped with floats.
