Steve described a couple of new products that have recently come to market. 
He showed Spectrums 6110 RX receivers, had a Phoenix Flight simulator set 
up on his laptop for us to play with and described Klass Kote’s 2 part epoxy 
paint system. 

Pete’s lastest inovation is a homemade portable starter.  
As you can see in the photo, it’s a Sullivan starter cone  
attached to a battery powered drill motor.  
Easy to make and practical!! 

Mike designed and built what he calls a “Super Flite Box”. 
It has a radio controlled 24 volt electric go cart motor on 
board that he uses to move this 300 pound cart around. Some 
of the features are 3 fuel dispensers, battery charging sta-
tions, fire extinguisher, tools needed for making adjustments 
or repairs, a PA system, a pair of “walky talkies”, spare 
parts, etc, etc. You gotta see it to believe it.
