 It’s coming; cold weather and winter that is. 
Time to start thinking about putting skis on a plane. 
You’ll want to make sure batteries are fully charged because they’re not as efficient in cold 
weather. 
A can of WD-40 to give the carb a shot helps start a cold engine in frigid weather. 
Get the cold weather gear out of mothballs, make sure the boots are still water proof and be 
sure to dress warmly to prevent frostbite and hypothermia.

Dan brought in the completed CRITICAL MASS ARF that he won at 
one of the raffles last year.  It was a KMP ARF that weighed in at 5 ½ 
pounds.  It’s powered by a Magnum 52 4 stroke.  He said it came in 
about a pound lighter than the instructions said.  His comments were “it’s 
a great ARF and he’s looking forward to flying it”. 

George brought in a MARZ .15 diesel engine.  George is always looking 
for something nobody else has and he usually accomplishes his mission. 
It is made in the Soviet Union and he said it’s a well made engine. It puts 
out about .34 hp at 18,800 rpm.  It is a U-Control engine but will be eas-
ily converted to a RC engine.  George says “best of all it’s cheap!  Only 
$40.00 from Carlson Imports in Phoenix, AZ. 

 
Jungle Mike brought in a FOAMY JET.  It’s manufactured by Fly Fly 
Hobby  Of course it’s electric with a 58 in wing span, 48 in long and 
weighs about 3 lbs. It runs off a 22 volt 1800 kv battery and is actually 
not a bad looking aircraft.
