RULES 
1. Must be FIXED WING  aircraft. 
2. No lights on aircraft. 
3. You must takeoff from SAC’s runway, grass or black top. 
4. You must takeoff from the ground (wheels, skis, skids, etc) no hand launches. 
5.    You must fly for two minutes.  Your assistant will vouch for you. 
6.    You can land (or crash) anywhere you want as long as you complied with the two minutes flight time. 

 
For the winners efforts you will get a First Flight Patch.  First Crash Patch will also be available. 

THE SAFETY PAGETHE SAFETY PAGE                                                       Ken Hallberg, Safety VPKen Hallberg, Safety VP   
  This is a repeat of the article I put together in November 2006. The temperature that day was about 40, just a light breeze and occa-
sional sunshine. Today as I’m getting the article ready we’ve got a cloudy, breezy day with the current temperature hovering in the upper 
20’s and an occasional snow flurry. Repeating winter safety advise seems appropriate. 

 For those who continue flying during the winter months be sure to take some extra precautions. Obviously you’ve got to dress 
warmly to prevent frostbite and hypothermia. Make sure you tuck hood and jacket ties away from the prop and keep fuel off your hands or 
frost bite could result. 

Don’t fly alone, but if you must, take a cell phone along and let someone know where you’re going and when you’ll be back. 
Using a model hold down is near impossible on frozen ground so having a buddy hold the plane is strongly advisable. 
Don’t forget cold weather can sap batteries quickly. It would be a good idea to check them after each flight. 

                
                      Winter flying can be fun and safe if common sense is practiced. 
 
 For those that use the winter months for over-hauling old planes and building new ones, indoor safety becomes an issue. 

Eye protection is a good idea when drilling, sawing, using adhesives and chemicals. 
Good ventilation is needed when using any chemicals, i.e.: adhesives, paint, solvents, etc. 
Dust masks or other appropriate protection should be used when sanding balsa, fiberglass, wood fillers,etc. 
Fire potential is a real possibility. Chemical fumes and dusts can be quite flammable or even explosive under some condi-

tions. Be aware of open flames in your workshop (furnace, hot water heaters, torches even smoking can provide an igni-
tion source for some materials). 

Power tools can be very unforgiving and cause personal injury and misery. Be alert and wary.
